                                 Nurse News- The Flu 

 
How Serious Is the Flu? 
Most people who get the flu feel much better in a week or two. But, some 
people can get very sick. For example, because your body is busy fighting off 
the flu, you might pick up a second infection. Older people are at great risk of 
these secondary infections, such as pneumonia. 
 
How Does the Flu Spread? 
The flu is contagious�v that means it spreads from person to person, often through the air. You can pass on the 
infection before you feel sick. You are contagious for several days after you get sick. You can catch the flu 
when someone near you coughs or sneezes. Or, if you touch something the virus is on, like Ellen and Jack's 
phone or doorknob, and then touch your nose or mouth, you could catch the flu. The flu virus can live on a 
surface like a book or doorknob for several hours. Remember to wash your hands often when you are around 
someone who is sick. Make a point of washing them before eating or touching your eyes, nose, or mouth. If 
you can, stay away from sick people. That will help stop the flu from spreading. 
 
Is It the Flu or a Cold? 
It's easy to confuse a common cold with seasonal flu. A cold is milder than the flu, but since the flu can make 
older people very sick, you should know the difference. That way you will know when to call the doctor, who 
might want to give you a prescription for medicines that can help you get over the flu.  People with the flu can 
have fever, chills, dry cough, general aches, pains, and a headache. They feel very tired. Sore throat, sneezing, 
stuffy nose, or stomach problems are less common. What some people call "stomach flu" is not influenza. 
 
Can Flu Be Prevented? 
Getting a flu shot every year can help you stay healthy. A flu shot contains the flu vaccine, which could keep 
you from getting the flu. There are special flu shots designed specifically for people age 65 and older. 
Medicare will pay for the shot, and so will many private health insurance plans. You can get a flu shot at your 
doctor's office or from your local health department. Sometimes grocery or drug stores offer flu shots. The 
vaccine is the same wherever you receive it.  A flu shot won't keep everyone healthy. But, getting the flu shot 
every year can mean that if you do get the flu, you might have only a mild case. 
 
Who Should Get a Flu Shot? 
The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), part of the Federal Government, says that people age 
50 and older should get a flu shot every year. Anyone who lives with or takes care of people age 50 and older 
should also have a flu shot every year.

Question 57.  What does God require of
us in the Sixth Commandment?

C.  God requires us to use our sexuality in
ways pleasing to Him. 

Catechetical  Comments
A Series

THE TEN COMMANDMENTS

This month we continue with the Sixth Commandment: 

You shall not commit adultery.

What does this mean?  We should fear and love God so that we lead a sexually pure and decent
life in what we say and do, and husband and wife love and honor each other.

The Catechism 1991 continues its answer to
the question: “What does God require of us in the
Sixth Commandment?” by saying: “God requires
us to use our sexuality in ways pleasing to Him.” 
It then cites the following Scripture text:

1 Cor. 6:19-20 – Do you not know that your body
is a temple of the Holy Spirit within you, whom
you have from God?  You are not your own, you
were bought with a price.  So glorify God in your
body.

One of the battle cries of the sexual revolution
was, “It’s my body!”   This cry was used to defend
and promote any number of perversions from
abortion to bestiality.  Scripture makes a very
different claim of which the believing Christian
should take note and prayerfully consider. 
According to God, as seen in the text above and
elsewhere, it is not your body – at least not in the
sense that you can do with it whatever you want.

You, Christian, were once bound in slavery to
sin and Satan.  Christ has freed you from that
bondage by purchasing you with His own blood. 
Yes, He is your Savior, but He is also your Master,
and you are bound to abide by the standard He
has set for your life.  You are not free to do
anything  and  everything  that  strikes  your  fancy. 

You are called and set apart to live in the way that
is pleasing to God.  (We should note very briefly
here that to live in the way pleasing to God is also
to live in the way that is truly pleasing to us.  Satan
lies to us and cons us into behaviors and life
choices that sound thrilling and fulfilling, but in
reality do not satisfy and are instead fraught with
heartache.  To please God is truly to please
ourselves.  Don’t believe the lie the enemy tries to
sell you!)

It’s also worth noting what Paul writes in the
very next chapter (1 Cor. 7:3-4).  “The husband
should give to his wife her conjugal rights, and
likewise the wife to her husband.  For the wife
does not have authority over her own body, but
the husband does.  Likewise the husband does not
have authority over his own body, but the wife
does.”

Here we see the reality of bodily ownership
lived out in the real world context of marriage. 
The Lord instructs through the Apostle Paul that in
marriage, the husband’s body belongs to his wife
and vice versa – the wife’s body belongs to her
husband.  This has a bi-directional impact.  Not
only is the husband not to use his body in a way
that would be offensive to his wife or violate their
one-flesh union; he is also not to deny her the
godly use of his body, nor is she to deny him (see
v. 5).

It could be said then, that to glorify God in
your body is not to use your body wrongly, but
also not to deny the proper use of it within the
godly context of marriage. T
