The Catechism 199dontinues its answer to the
guestion: “What does God particularly impress upon
us in the last two commandments?” by saying that
God wants us to love Him and to have holy desires.
In support of this it lists the following Scripture
passages:

Ps. 37:4 — Delight yourself in the LORD, and He will
give you the desires of your heart.

Ps. 119:35-36 — Lead me in the path of Your
commandments, for | delight in it. Incline my heart
to Your testimonies, and not to selfish gain!

Phil. 4:8 — Finally, brothers, whatever is true,
whatever is honorable, whatever is just, whatever is
pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is commendable,
if there is any excellence, if there is anything worthy
of praise, think about these things.

The Scripture passages listed above are key to
understanding the spirit of this Commandment, as
well as the spirit of its violations.

In Psalm 37:4 we see that covetousness grows
out of a lack of trust in the providential care of God.
If we understand that God loves us and will provide
us with everything we need, not only to exist, but to
live contentedly throughout our lives, we will not

impress upon us in the last two command-

THE TEN COMMANDMENTS
This month we conclude our study of the 10 Commandment:

You shall not covet your neighbor's wife, or his manservant or
maidservant, his ox or donkey, or anything that belongs to your

covet what we do not have, but trust in God to
provide for us. Those who do not trust in God’s
love and care will a) be ungrateful for all that God
gives them, and b) likely undertake the means they
feel are necessary to obtain the things they believe
they lack, even if it means depriving someone else
of the things God has given them, thus opening the
door to violations against the 5", 6", and 7"
Commandments or potentially a combination of
these and other Commandments.

Psalm 119:35-36 recognizes that we need
God's help to obey this and any of His
Commandments, establishing the beautiful, God-
pleasing pattern of praying for His assistance in the
keeping of His Commandments. The Lord’s Prayer
is another great example of this.

In Philippians 4:8 the Apostle Paul gives good
instruction for the retraining of our hearts and minds
to align more closely with God’'s will. Let us
consider: Could coveting what belongs to someone
else be “true?” No. It presumes that we have a
higher claim on the thing we covet than the one
currently possessing it. This is not true, as it
presumes that God was wrong when He gave it to
them. Is coveting honorable? No. Again, it
presumes to know better than God who should
have what. Is it just or pure? No, because it puts
oneself over his neighbor, which goes against
Scripture (Phil. 2:3-4). Isitlovely or commendable?
Is it praiseworthy? No. Because it is sin, it is ugly,
condemnable, and worthy, not of praise, but of
criticism and rebuke.

Be content with what you have, beloved, and if
there is something you feel you lack, ask your
Father in heaven, and trust Him to provide. T

History of August
